6:07pm Executive Board Report (President)

e Monster Mash thank you to Nicole Schulmerich and Tasha for a great event. Kids had a
great time and we went through the entire candy/prize supply! We got some follow up
feedback on a few things to tweak for next year and have added that to the notes. Thank
you to Erica Chamberlin and Michelle Prentice for all of the last minute support. Thank
you to Danielle Cassidy for organizing all the volunteers and Zeil Vanden-Heuvel for the
continued advertisement for the event and the volunteers needed.

e Community coffee and dine-out at Lark Cafe last week - went well but we don’t have the
final fundraising earnings yet. We may give it a try to have community coffees in another
location in the future.

o Megan Fisher did some fresh plantings around the sign to spruce things up, thank you!
Looks great.

e Hospitality provided a baked potato bar for the teachers on Friday - thank you Michelle
Prentice for doing all of that!

e Busy month with the food drive this week and next. Great opportunity to provide some
support to our Cedaroak community with any extras going to the West Linn Food Pantry.

Principals Report

e Spring Chang provides context on the Giving Tree initiative, explaining how students
choose books to add to the library.

e Spring thanked the PTA for recognizing the teachers' furlough day and organizing a
potato bar for staff appreciation.

e Spring explained the food drive setup, emphasising that food that is collected is
distributed each week. She encouraged families to continue to donate weekly as they are
able because all food is distributed weekly. She emphasizes the importance of $20 gift
cards for equitable distribution. The week of the 17th, the school will begin accepting and
storing perishable items to prepare for Thanksgiving meals. These items can be dropped
off on Wednesday and Thursday that week.

e Spring discusses the most recent and upcoming staff development days and how those
days are spent for more context to parents. She thanked the community for
understanding the importance of such days and recognized the hardship this puts on
families. She discussed the impact of the bond passing on school funding and staffing
and thanked the community for their support.

e NED Assembly and Yo-Yo Sales

o Spring introduces the NED assembly organized by a company focusing on
resiliency and humor. The assembly will take place on December 8th. The school
will then offer a space to sell the NED yo yos for that week (December 8th -
12th).

o The assembly is free to the school as long as we offer a space for students to
purchase yo yos for the 5 days, this is a $2000 savings to the school.

o Spring outlined the schedule for the yo-yo sales and the need for volunteers to
support a yo yo table on the 11th and 12th for 30 minutes in the afternoon. Susan
will connect with Danielle Cassidy to generate a volunteer sign up to support this.

Treasurer’s Report

Michelle Prentice reports on the financial status, noting the largest expense for the month was the
Monster Mash event. She noted that we will need a larger budget for candy and prizes next year.
OMSI night with Botlon is scheduled for January 13th 2026 and has been paid for.

Teacher reimbursements are coming in and she encouraged all teachers to continue to submit
those as they spend their money.

She mentions the upcoming holiday gift for staff and will let the group know how to assist with
packaging and distribution as we get closer.

Discusses the $500 charitable donation to the Dolly Parton Imagination Library at the end of the
calendar year and the need for membership renewals.

Michelle highlighted the importance of the audit process and the collaboration with Trillium for the
audit.

Briefly discussed potential to move PTA money with higher interest earning account, board will
address at a later date.
