Principal Spring Chang is happy to be back from her medical leave! 

●​ She thanked the PTA for coordinating family movie night. She mentioned the 

presence of our new SRO and new Chief of Police at family movie night. She is 

excited for the way Cedaroak can further partner with our SRO and police 

department to make it fun for the students.  

●​ Preschool Family Day will be this Friday and she plans on visiting during their 

special celebration.  

●​ She discussed our upcoming staff development day that will take place on 

February 27th. The staff will be continuing to immerse themselves in the new 

math and reading curriculum during this work day.  

●​ Rosemont Ridge counselors are going to be visiting on March 3rd to meet with 

our fifth graders.  

●​ Spring highlighted Classified Appreciation Week which will take place the first 

Week in March. The PTA hospitality team will be partnering with Spring to 

celebrate all of our classified staff. She encouraged parents to support their 

children in writing a special note or drawing a picture for any classified staff 

members if they feel inclined.  

●​ Science Fair will take place on March 4th.   

●​ Spring discussed the goal of having 5th graders leave Cedaroak feeling 

empowered. She highlighted a recent experience with four 5th grade girls. They 

scheduled a meeting with her and came to the meeting with a written letter that 

discussed the inequity in the girls vs. boys bathroom in the 5th grade classroom 

space. She was very impressed with their professionalism and thoughtfulness. 

They came with concerns but also brought solutions. was professional, 

thoughtful.  

●​ Volunteer opportunity: Spring is looking for a couple people interested in 

inventorying kitchen supplies in the small kitchen attached to the cafeteria. Crest 

Kitchen has sent an email with a list of supplies that they would love to donate. 

She would like an idea of what we have and what we still need in the kitchen.  

●​ The district and facilities team did a walkthrough of the school to plan for growth 

next year while still accommodating spaces for students to take learning breaks. 

Spring is feeling very positive about our growth and how we will use our spaces 

to support all students.  



●​ Cedaroak is offering school tours Tuesday Feb 17th from 3:30 - 4:30. Spring 

invites all incoming transfers, kindergarten families, people asking to transfer 

outside their boundaried school to come tour Cedaroak.  

●​ The district primary principals will meet in March to discuss enrollment numbers 

for next year. They will then make staffing decisions to reflect each school's 

needs.  

●​ Spring is hoping to partner with PTA to coordinate grade level meet ups 

beginning in June. She is hopeful that everyone feels welcome and already a 

part of the Cedaroak community when school begins in September.  

●​ Spring introduced her two teacher guests, Tracy Kirkland (kinder) and Erica 

Hironimus (3rd). They thanked the PTA for their continued support and additional 

class budgets this year. Erica did ask if the PTA could provide additional activities 

for students on the playground, the older kids specifically are lacking options. 

The group discussed how the district could support playground improvements 

and how the PTA may be able to partner with the district on this.
